4. Sawm is a ritual fasting. Fasting means not ______________________________ for a period of time. All Muslims do not have food, and drink from dawn to dusk during the month of Ramadan, and are to be especially mindful of other sins. It is a sort of self-purification.
5. The Hajj is a journey that many Muslims take during the Islamic month of Dhu al-Hijjah to the holy city of ___________________. Every healthy Muslim is expected to make the pilgrimage to Mecca at least once in their lifetime if he or she can afford it. Another word for “journey” is _________________________
